MANAGEMENT OF SHARPS INJURY / EXPOSURE TO BLOOD





Do 


First Aid





Sharp / Needle Sticks Injuries


Wash hand with soap and water.


Wipe affected site with antiseptic.


Cover with dressing if necessary.


Splash with blood / Blood products


On intact skin wash thoroughly with soap and water or shower.


For eye-rinse gently thoroughly with water / normal saline immediately.


Mouth in contact with blood/blood product 


Spit out and rinse several times with water.
